Operating Procedure – Accident whilst group riding

1. Firstly, consider your own safety, the safety of other members of your group, the on-going safety of the casualty and the safety of other road users as you don’t want to make the situation worse. 
2. Use other members of the group to ensure that other road users are aware of the accident scene. This will ensure no further accidents occur. Make sure that all injured parties are safe from further harm.

3. Find out if anyone in your group or at the scene has any first aid qualifications and follow their instructions or, if you hold a qualification, follow the procedures you learned.

4. Contact emergency services, giving the location and any details of the injured person(s).
5. Reassure any casualties and other group members. Be mindful of other group members suffering from shock.
6. Make a note of any witnesses and if possible take scene photographs.
7. If casualty taken to hospital consider contacting emergency contact.
8. Make arrangements to secure any stranded bicycles.
9. Decide whether or not to continue, as the group may prefer a chance to sit down quietly and discuss the incident or they may wish to abandon.
10. Inform club chair and complete necessary incident form.
11. A debrief with the club risk assessor may be required at a later date depending on the circumstances of the accident.
